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The Winery Gottardi is situated in Mazzon, a small village and part of Egna in the southern part of Alto Adige. It was
bought in 1986 by the Gottardi family, who lives in Austria, but has the roots in Trentino.
After replanting the vineyards, in 1995 the family built a modern and technical cellar which is state of the art.

Today the Gottardi family cultivates 9 hectares of vineyards, which are planted exclusively with Pinot Noir in the
,Guyot” system. Density of approx. 6.500 vines per hectare.
